2. Monthly Director’s Progress Report for November 2020; Diveena Cooppan, Program Director
a. Monthly Enrollment and Content Area Monitoring Update:
- There is still flexibility around meeting the 97% funded enrollment (per the Office of
Head Start, because of COVID);
- Regular reporting on which sites are providing “In-person” services and which are
providing “Virtual” services, continues;
- 616 children are enrolled (out of 1006 funded);
- Up-to-date Immunizations are good;
- Well Baby checks and physicals are low; and
- Visual, hearing and growth screenings are low.
b. Update on COVID-19 Response:
- There have been 5 site closures (due to contact)
No spread within the Centers (safety protocols are being implemented and
maintained);
- Holiday vacation for the sites will be aligned with OUSD holiday vacation time
(Two-week vacation period)
- Will re-open Virtual services on January 4"/ Reopen In-Person services on January 11,
2020;
- All staff will work virtually starting on December 21 - January 6%
v Paula Ambrose called for a motion to approve the November 2020 Program Progress Report;
