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Project Summary

The 3.7 acres Edes Avenue sites were former brownfields in the Sobrante Park Neighborhood of East Oakland, a disinvested neighbor-
hood plagued with crime, violence, and environmentally hazardous blight. Habitat for Humanity East Bay (HEB), in joint partnership
with California Department of Toxic Substances Contronl (DTSC) and Enivornmental Protection Agency (EPA), successtully remedi-
ated and transformed an abandoned brick and construction material recycling yard and an auto salvage yard into into a healthy neigh-
borhood on which to build environmentally-sustainable homes for deserving low-income families.
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This development contains 54 new homes built over a 4-year period to high local and national Residential New
green building standards, including the first Habitat for Humanity homes in California to earn Construction
LEED for Homes certification at the GOLD level. It is also involved in the pilot program of

LEED for Neighborhood Development, a rating system that integrates the principles of smart 10800/10900 Edes Ave.
growth, urbanism, and green building into the first national standard for neighborhood design.

The homes were also rated using Build It Green’s GreenPoint Rated system earning scores
