Public Hearing on the Draft Environmental Impact Report to obtain
comments on the environmental analysis for The Oakland Waterfront
Ballpark District Project, which would construct: a new open-air waterfront
multi-purpose Major League Baseball (MLB) ballpark with a capacity of up
to 35,000-persons; mixed use development including up to 3,000 residential
units, up to 1.5 million square feet of office, and up to approximately
270,000 square feet of retail uses; an approximately 50,000 square-foot
indoor performance center with capacity of up to 3,500 individuals; an
approximately 280,000 square-foot, 400-room hotel; and a network of
approximately 18.3 acres of privately-owned, publicly-accessible open
spaces.

The proposed Project may also include one or more variants, which include:
e  Peaker Plant Variant: Implementation of the planned conversion of
the existing Oakland Power Plant (referred to as the “Peaker Power
Plant” in the Draft EIR) in the historic PG&E Station C facility from
using jet fuel to battery storage, modifications to the wings of the
building, and removal of the fuel tank and replacement with a new
mixed-use building;

o Aerial Gondola Variant: Construction of a new aerial gondola above
and along Washington Street, extending from a station located at
10th and Washington Streets in downtown Oakland to a station
located at Water and Washington Streets in Jack London Square.
