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1. Location & Operation - parklet size and location

« 2 parallel or 3 diagonal spaces
 No parklets in blue, green, yellow, or white zones
 No parklets in bus stops, unless coordinated with AC Transit

Important Location Criteria for Parking or Curbside Lane Shared Spaces

Note that structures located on angled parking
must be angled to match the roadway striping

1. Location & Operation - visibility

« Parklets cannot be in red zones, safety zones, or within 20" -
40’ of intersections (40" when street includes a protected
bike lane) unless they are 75% transparent; no structures
allowed above railing height

2. Design - coverings

« Umbrellas are allowed

« Temporary and permanent canopies or roofs must meet
structural integrity required in CA Building Code

« Canopies, umbrellas and roofs cannot encroach into the
sidewalk or roadway; 4" max overhang

3. Traffic Safety - all parklets, 30 mph streets

e Safety Measures for All Parklets:
o Wheel stops + reflective posts + 3 ft
o Reflective tape/markers along traffic edge
o 12" from moving lane
e Safety Measures for 30 mph streets:
o Stronger barricades along traffic edge

3. Traffic Safety — protected bike lanes

e Include arailing height wall along the protected bicycle lane
edge, with entry and exit points for patrons at least 10 feet
from the nearside of the bicycle lane for added visibility.

e Painted crosswalk bars and/or a raised crosswalk ramp
connecting to the sidewalk.

4. Accessibility - circulation

e Parklets encouraged to be at sidewalk level; must have
accessible entrance every 20’; 48" wide

e Interior circulation and wheelchair turning space

e No more than 4" vertical elevation change
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4. Accessibility - ramps

than 1:12 or 8.3%

4. Accessibility - seating

5% and at least one of each type of
seating must be accessible
Describes in detail what the
requirements are for each type of
seating (Table, bar, bench)
Requires 4 feet clear b/t accessible

5. Fire Safety
 Cannot block fire hydrants (3 ft clear) e
« FDC connections must be visible from
roadway

* No tripping hazards across the sidewalk
* Electric heaters recommended

* Must be 3’ from combustible materials
* Propane heaters:

* Need an additional permit

 Cannot be used during fire season in

high fire severity zones

* No canopies/roofs
